Indoor Rowing Event
12 November 2010
The Rowing competition is one of the premier events of the bi-annual World Police and Fire Games (WPFG) which will be hosted in Northern Ireland in August 2013. It is anticipated that the Games will attract upwards of 10,000 competitors, 15,000 additional visitors to Northern Ireland and up to 5,000 volunteers for the duration of the 10 day event.

The competition will be one of the showcase events of the Games. This gives competitors the opportunity to compete in a section which is primarily based on the age of the competitors.

The Rowing competition offers volunteers the chance to be involved in an international event and work with the 2013 WPFG Operations Team as they prepare for the 2013 Games. The organisers will provide training for all volunteers and undertake to ensure that all volunteers will enjoy the experience which will take the form of a briefing prior to the event and will ensure that volunteers are familiar with all aspects of the competition and in particular their chosen task. The event will provide an insight into the standard of professionalism, sportsmanship and enjoyment that the Games will provide in 2013.
