Ultimate Firefighter Competition
Saturday 2 October 2010

The Ultimate Firefighter competition is one of the premier events of the bi-annual World Police and Fire Games (WPFG) which will be hosted in Northern Ireland in August 2013.  It is anticipated that the Games will attract upwards of 10,000 competitors, 15,000 additional visitors to Northern Ireland and up to 5,000 volunteers for the duration of the 10 day event.
The competition will be one of the showcase events of the Games where Firefighters from around the globe compete to be crowned the Ultimate Firefighter in one of the several sections which are primarily based on the age of the competitors.
The Ultimate Firefighter competition offers volunteers the chance to be involved in an international event and work with the 2013 WPFG Operations Team as they prepare for the 2013 Games. The organisers will provide pre-event training for all volunteers and undertake to ensure that all volunteers enjoy the experience.  The Ultimate Firefighter will provide an insight into the standard of professionalism, sportsmanship and entertainment that the Games will provide in 2013. 
Saturday 25 September 2010: Pre-event Training
Pre-event training for all volunteers between 10.00 am and 12.00 midday at NIFRS Training Centre Boucher Road, Belfast.  Training will ensure that volunteers are familiar with all aspects of the competition and in particular their chosen task.
Saturday 02 October 2010: Ultimate Firefighter Competition
The competition begins at 9.00 am on Saturday, 2 October 2010. Two shifts will be arranged for volunteers (8.00 am–12.30 pm and 12.30 pm–5.00 pm).  Organisers ask that early shift volunteers arrive on site at 8.00 am sharp to assist with event setup.  The competition will last approximately 8 hours (depending on the number of competitors) and we estimate volunteers will be finished at 5.00 pm approx.  Please note this timing is not exact and we ask that volunteers remain at the event until clean-up is complete.  

The 2013 WPFG Operations Team will be responsible for supervising and supporting all volunteers.   Volunteers will be positioned around the course in pairs (or trios for particularly demanding workstations).  Pairs/trios will be decided by the event organisers. 
Volunteers will be invited to attend a post event reception.

Volunteer Role Descriptions
· Course Re-Setters - Reset equipment (see Physical Requirements)

Tasks:
· Reset/replace equipment as/when competitor completes workstation (equipment includes hoses, hammers, chainsaws, heavy mannequin);
· Operate pulley/hoist system.
· Course Officials - Observe workstations to ensure compliance with competition rules

Tasks:
· Monitor workstations to ensure compliance with competition rules;
· Award penalty points for non-compliance. 

· Registration/Documentation Team - Register competitors for the event

Tasks:
· Register competitors for/at the event;
· Issue accreditation to competitors.
· Timekeeper - Capture and record competitor’s times

Tasks:
· Capture times as competitors start/finish a workstation;
· Record times.
· Result Recorders - Record competitor’s times

Tasks:
· Record and maintain competition results.
· Communications Assistant - Carriage of information

Tasks:
· Carry results from workstations to result Recorders;
· Deliver communications as required at event.
· Equipment Issue - Issue equipment to competitors

Tasks:
· Issue helmet, coats and breathing apparatus to competitors;
· Collect the equipment after use;
· Arrange storage/accounting of equipment.
